8. All trophies must be returned to the fairgrounds office not later than August 10th, before 8:00p.m. and
must be engraved and cleaned, ready for display. Presentation will be made immediately after judging is
compl eted.

9. Showmanship to bejudged on thefollowing basis:
a) Condition of calf, horse, sheep, cleanliness, training, fitness.

b) Presentation in the ring, showing manners with suitable halter, (rope or leather).
c) Contestant appropriately attired for the show ring.

10. Regulationsfor those showing calves:
a) TheFair Board reservesthe right to cancel the Inter-club classes should less than three clubs make
entries in these classes.

b) All calves must be on the grounds by 9:00 am. Monday. All entries will be accepted unless notified.
¢) Hay and bedding will be supplied. Members are requested to bring any other requirements.

d) Club members must show the same calf all season.

€) All exhibitors must be paid members of arecognized calf club, 4-H, Q.Y .F, or Jeunes Ruraux.

f)  Minimum of three calves of each breed to constitute a class or at the discretion of the 4-H Committee.
